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Overview,

+'his project is designed to raise awareness of the problem of Family Violence in our society and
to respond with compassion to those suffering. The NCCW mission statement reads that we
must “respond with gospel values to the needs of the Church and society in the modern world™.
Through our prayers and actions, we will empower those within our society who are expericncing
the pain of Family Violence.

The Project:

“Help Lick Family Violence™ is a donation collection project. In return for a donation, a sucker
(lollipop) is given. This project will be conducted in local parishes across the Archdiocese of
Omaba at the direction of the Omaha Archdiocese Council of Catholic Women (QACCW).
Parishes will independently carry out the process in their own parishes. The project will be
conducted before and/or after Saturday and Sunday Masses for one weckend, preferably in the
moath of October.

Choosing their own course of action, parishes will gain permission from their pastors, gather the
iems needed, publicize and implement the project. After the event is held and expenses have
been deducted, the profits are to be forwarded directlv to the shelter of your parishes choice. A
report will then be filed with the CACCW as a means of tracking the effectiveness and execution
of this project.

The Process:

Permission granted, information collected, supplies gathered, volunteers organized, publicity,
and report of the results to the CDACCW.

A. Permissior:
t. Permission from your pastor should be attained at least one month in advance of
project date. A courtesy reminder a week before the event would be appreciated.

B. Information
1. Research your locale and find the domestic shelter that your parish wishes to support.
2. Contact the shelter. Inguire about brochures available that conid be distributed. Make
sure these brochures are available to your pastor ahead of time to affirm his permission on items
{o be distributed.
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i. Order the suckers of your choice in advance. Retain your receipts for repayment.

2. Your parish can obtain suckers (loHipops, tootsie pops, dum dums or ather brands)
from any local grocer by contacting the manager and asking them to special order them for yoil.
This will need to be done several weeks in advance

For Instance (Note these are not price quotes, only options to consider)

4. At a local Affiliated Foods store, you can expect to spend apx. $65 - $75 for a
case containing 1386 Tootsie Pops, or apx. .054 per Tootsic Pop.

b. At Famer Co., Norfolk, (402) 371-2662, you can expect to spend $7.89 fora
box of 100 Tootsie Pops or apx. .078 per Tootsie Pop [prices from 2004].

3. Collect Iee Cream Buckets (5 Quart size) number will vary parish to parish. Decorate
them to make them colorful and bright. Cut a hole in the top for the donations to be placed.
Have them clearly labeled “Help Lick Family Violence™.

D. Volunteers

1. Ask for assistance and support from others in your parish Council of Catholic Women
(CCW). Inform them of the details of the project and let them know how they can help by
decorating buckets, gathering donations and distributing the suckers.

2. The number of volunteers nceded will vary from parish to parish, due to size and
number of Saturday / Sunday Masses.

3. Team up for counting the donations, as this also can be quite 2 task.

E. Publicity

t. Submit a bulletin announcement to your parish builetin. A verbal announcement
before Mass will give the parishioners another chance 1o hear the importance of this project. If
your pastor is open to it, ask him to mention the project somehow in his homily. Poster boards
could also be made and hung outside / inside the church to announce the project. Don’t forget
your local community newspaper, many are hungry for human interest stories.

2. Ask the person who writes your parish weekly petitions to implement a petition
pertaining to Family Violence.

F. Report the Results

1. Report results on the form provided to the OACCW. It is important for us to know
how and which of our CACCW projects are mmplemented, and what the results are.

2. Remember that only the report goes to the OACCW. All funds (afier expenses) go
directly to the shelter of your parishes choice. Make sure and let the shelter know that the
donation is from the Council of Catholic Women,
